According to state-
menu made to the N e w s the Bope, 
making her way through the dense 
darkness that overhung the lake that 
right, cams upon the burning host 
unawares and struck her a glancing 
bio* with her bow. Despite the fact 
that (be men on the Clarion were 
b»ird to call for help. Capt. Balfour 
ef the Bope, who was on the watch at 
the time, fa aaid to have continued 
en bis course. . 

The Bope, wblc^h w a s behind down 
frbm Port Arthur to Buffalo, loaded 
with grain, sent the first news of the 
hurtiiDg of the Clarion In a wireless 
message, received at Detroit and 
Cleveland, and even as far east as 
the Vews s ta t io i of the Tatted Wire 
IMA ( o .on Wednesday evening.
