In its protest, which was given 

to the Board yesterday at its May

upon the grounds that the inclu­
sion of such clauses in public con­
tracts as are required by this reso­
lution substantially increases the 
cost of public work and bears no 
relationship whatever to the public 
welfare or to the public good, and 
that to require such a clause in 
such contracts is beyond the power 
and authority of your body." 

. The communication says further: 
'It is an unwarranted invasion 

ef the rights of contractors to a 
leasonable independence and con­
trol over their own method of do­
ing business and their working 
forces. 80 far as we know such 
a clause is unprecedented. 

'To restrict the apprentice ratio 
without reason and in so arbitrary 
a manner may very well be feared 
at a first step in an improper, un­
warranted and further interference 
wtth the umttsd rights which a 
contractor has upon public work. 
Wi wish to present to you certain
